fence inspection and repairs.  

There maybe wood shed / gar-

den shed minor repairs / paint-

ing / wood treatment and any 

other item you may be able to 

see. 
 

Once you have made your list,  

make a schedule showing how 

often each of the maintenance 

items needs attention.   The 

funny thing about humans is we 

work best when we have a 

regular schedule to follow.  

Things seem to get done be-

cause we know itôs just part of 

the job description.   OKé the 

list and schedule is now com-

plete.

After each pose was roughed in, 

Shawn started to add the colors to 

the mural one at a time.   After all 

the color was added, the finishing 

step was to add black around the 

entire mural to accent  the colors.    

There is a second phase to the 

project as well.  The wall was 

extended where the mural is lo-

cated and a door was taken out.  

Shawn went back in and touched 

up where the door was located to 

complete the picture of Mary.   

Shawn has also added 3 more 

scenes and is waiting for more 

ideas to come to finish the pro-

ject.
